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At Project Life Force, we deal with the crisis everyday
but Year 2020 pushed us to the limit. At the time
when even patients' family members would not go out
to donate blood fearing COVID, we had superheroes as
voluntary donors responding to the blood
requirements. COVID locked us in, but surgeries, child
births, thalassemia, cancer patients, etc. needed us the
most.

Looking back, we all feel a sense of pride that the
pandemic didn't shatter us. Also, there was a supreme
being that protected all of our donors as not a single
donor reported covid positive post donation. Along
with blood calls, our buses kept moving to locations in
districts where the situation was better and we could
support the system. If one looks at the pandemic by
being within Project Life Force, he would realise the
power of humanity.

As the plasma calls started pouring in, it was very
challenging. Finding donors was a challenge. We faced
push-back from donors but we kept pushing and
facilitated close to 50 plasma donations. It is
unbelievable but we actually did more camps this year
than we would do in a normal year. Of course, the size
of the camps was smaller for protocols, but with over
120 camps since COVID is something that fills us all
with pride.

Going ahead we think we have raised the expectation
of the system that now depends on us. We are
prepared to take another leap towards our goal of a
zero blood deficit state. Come join us to make this a
reality.

During this lockdown, arranging donors was the
biggest challenge as we couldn't risk sending
donors to hospitals, but our volunteers did a
fantastic job in finding donors who donated blood
at stand-alone blood banks during the crisis in this
pandemic.

An organisation is as good as the volunteers. The
volunteers have done a phenomenal job by giving
more than ever efforts for arranging donors and
helping people. Without our volunteers, | dont
think we would have been able to help patients.
Salute to the efforts of PLFers.

Our donors have been our strength from
beginning. During this pandemic, they have gone
out and donated plasma, blood, and platelets for
someone in need without thinking about
themselves. We are indebted to them for their
kindness.
